	3. Details of submission

	I (We), the above signed make the following submission: (if necessary, use a separate sheet of paper and attach)


1.   I object to the massive over-development of this beachside site as proposed by SH Coolum Pty Ltd.  To go from 315 dwellings to over 1000 dwellings is totally unacceptable and is purely based on greed. This proposal exceeds the density of the site’s existing approved master plan by 3 times and also exceeds the density sought under the planning scheme.   I do not agree with an increase in building height over and above that allowed under the Planning Scheme which is 8.5 metres.  The developer is seeking approval of up to 7 storey buildings.  The proposed heights are grossly out of character with Yaroomba and the Coolum area and should only be supported in primary centres, such as Mooloolaba and Maroochydore.  It is well known on the coast that Coolum residents are totally opposed to highrise development of any kind.  For that reason, I want the current approval vetoed by Council in favour of what is allowed under our Planning Scheme ie 8.5 metres.
2.   Any intense development on this site will have a significant impact on the visual amenity and character of the area, including iconic views from Mt Coolum and surrounding key vantage points.  This will have an adverse impact on the community as well as tourism.
3.   The traffic impacts will not be supported by sufficient infrastructure and should not be allowed. 800+ VPH in the peak hours is unexceptable. 
4.   A hotel surrounded on two sides by a construction site for 6 to 8 years and eventually 1000+ apartments is not a 5 star experience.

5.  There are insufficient grounds to support the proposal. The grounds listed by the applicant are largely erroneous and focus on the minor hotel component and economic benefits that would also flow from appropriate development in suitable planned areas.  The applicant's grounds are grossly deficient and there it is not in the public interest to warrant approval of the application. 
6.    The light from this development will threaten critically endangered sea turtle populations.
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
